The group meets annually at a closed show to share knowledge, display prized guns, and enjoy learning from other members.  The location varies across the country from year to year, normally held in June or early July.  This meeting and show includes displays, sale tables, the business meeting and the annual auction (proceeds help support the Journal operations).  Guest speakers provide educational talks.  Various display awards are presented at the Saturday evening banquet.  Members and their families are urged to attend.

The show allows plenty of time for buying, selling, trading as well as many hours of socializing.  It is an experience not to be missed!

Across the country, regional groups of members meet more frequently.
